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jhr (Journalists for Human Rights) Ghana Media Internship 2010 - 11

Description

jhr is looking to provide three University Chapter Members with the opportunity to participate in an exciting summer media internship in Ghana. This unique program pair’s youth interested in a journalism career with a local community media outlet in Ghana, and allows participants to gain a valuable and practical learning experience in media development.  While working with the media outlet students will also practice and develop their skills as multi-media human rights journalists by producing:

· weekly written and video blogs 
· three magazine article style pieces

· one research paper 

· one 10 minute documentary

Upon returning to Canada the students will promote their work at speaking engagements, workshops and through jhr’s national publications. 
This internship should not be viewed as “development work;” Students will be interning in already established media institutions, similar to internship placements in Canada.  While the Ghanaian host organization will benefit from the interns presence; the opportunity will be equally, if not more beneficial to the intern, who will gain experience working in a Ghanaian media setting.
The internship is three months beginning in mid-May until mid-August. Prior to traveling overseas, students will be responsible for completing four online pre-departure learning modules in the four months prior to placement. Participants are also required to attend a week-long pre-departure training session in Toronto, Ontario.  It is further expected that participants will dedicated a year to their jhr University Chapter following their return to Canada. 
Interns will be situated in one media organization for the duration of their placement. Housing will be provided while participants are in country and at pre-departure training. A jhr Staff Member will travel with participants to Ghana and lead them in an orientation week once participants arrive and will to assist participants with in-country orientation, and jhr will maintain continuous communications with each intern throughout the their placement overseas. 
Applicants must:

· Be currently an undergraduate university student 

· Have demonstrable journalism or media production experience;
· Be passionate about the mission of jhr, preferably possessing prior experience with the organization; 

· Intend to return and/or join the jhr University Chapter at their school location upon returning;
· Be able to fund/fundraise the entire cost of the program ($5000) before they depart overseas;

Costs

The 2010 Internship program cost is $5000 CDN. These costs include:

· Round trip flight from Toronto, Ontario to Accra, Ghana

· Accommodation and food while in Ghana and at pre-departure training in Toronto 

· Pre-departure training online and in person in the months leading up to the placement

· A jhr staff member to assist with orientation for the first week immediately following participants arrival in Ghana
· Your visa while in Ghana
The costs not included above are the following, which you are responsible for securing at your personal expense:

· Valid Passport (may not be within six months of expiry at end of trip)

· All doctor recommended immunizations

· Travel medical insurance

· Extra supplies of any prescriptions
*jhr will work with all participants to help them secure funding for this program through their university and other foundations.
